NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULEMAKING

The Office of the Women’s Advocate (hereinafter “OPM”, by its 
Spanish acronym) hereby provides notice of its intent to adopt the 
following regulations, pursuant to Act No. 20-2001, as amended, 
and in accordance with Chapter II, Section 2.1 of Act No. 38-2017, as 
amended.

Specifically, OPM proposes the following regulatory actions:

• Joint Regulation of 2026 of the Department of Labor and 
Human Resources and the Office of the Women’s Advocate, 
proposed for promulgation for the purpose of establishing a 
uniform mechanism for the investigation, adjudication, and 
imposition of administrative fines for noncompliance with the 
Puerto Rico Breastfeeding Code, Act No. 87-2025, in support 
of the public policy of promoting, protecting, and supporting 
breastfeeding, as well as ensuring compliance with the rights 
afforded to breastfeeding mothers in the workplace.

• Regulation to Repeal Obsolete or Unused Regulations of 
the Office of the Women’s Advocate of the Government of 
Puerto Rico, proposed for promulgation for the purpose of 
removing from the administrative framework those regulatory 
provisions that have lost their validity, applicability, or practical 
utility, thereby promoting the modernization, simplification, 
and coherence of the Office’s regulatory framework in support 
of the public policy of efficiency, transparency, and sound 
governmental administration.

A copy of the proposed regulations and amendment is available for 
public inspection during regular business hours, from 8:00 a.m. to 
12:00 p.m. and from 1:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m., at the Office of Legal

submitted within thirty (30) days from the date of publication of this 
notice via email to ngracia@mujer.pr.gov. Interested people may 
also submit written comments or request, in writing, that a public 
hearing be held regarding the proposed rulemaking. Any request 
for a public hearing must include a statement explaining why, in the 
requester’s judgment, a hearing is necessary.
